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Johnny began his professional career at Brentwood 

Country Club in Brentwood. TN in 1984. He served as 

the Head Golf Professional and eventually the Director 

of Golf until his retirement in 2024. At Brentwood, he 

built one of the region's premier junior golf programs, 

helping guide multiple players who contributed to 

Brentwood High School's six state championships. 

Johnny has been on numerous chapter. section. and 

national committees and served as the Section 

President from 2015-2017. He also served as the District 

3 Director for the PGA of America from 2018-2021. 

Bridgeman was awarded the Tennessee Section Golf 

Professional of the Year award in 2010. 
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A native of Dickson, TN, Bob quickly established himself 

as one of Tennessee’s most decorated junior golfers. He 

captured multiple state junior titles, and went on to 

become an All-SEC and All-America player at the 

University of Georgia. In 1983, he became only the 

second golfer in history to win both the Tennessee State 

Open and the Tennessee State Amateur in the same 

year. Wolcott turned professional in 1984 and earned his 

PGA TOUR card in 1989. Competing from 1990–1997, he 

recorded 72 cuts made, eight Top-25 finishes, and two 

career-best third-place finishes. After his playing career, 

Wolcott served as Director of Golf at GreyStone Golf 

Club in his hometown of Dickson before becoming 

General Manager and Director of Golf at Tunica National 

Golf & Tennis in Mississippi. Wolcott went on to 

purchase GreyStone Golf Club, where his lifelong 

passion for the game continues to shine through both 

his management and mentorship. 
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David Crafton became a Class A Professional In 1981. He 

began his Tennessee career at Hillwood Country Club as 

an Assistant Professional. In 1989, David moved to 

Jackson Country Club as the Head Golf Professional, 

eventually becoming the General Manager in 2007. He 

served in this role untll 2015 when he moved to New 

Mexico to become the General Manager at San Juan 

Country Club. David was the President of the section 

from 2004-2006. He was awarded the Golf Professional 

of the Year award in 1999, Bill Strausbaugh award in 

2004, PGA Professional Development award in 2001, 

and the Merchandiser of the Year� Private award in 

1998 and 1999.
